By
the end of the night, he was in tears. That
night, Jaylen gave his life to Jesus. He
decided to be baptized the following week.
There was just one problem. He had no
ride.

Most people would have waited. Jaylen did
not.

As soon as the school bell rang, he started
walking. Mile after mile, nearly eight miles to
the church. Alone.

When he arrived, someone asked how he got
there. “I walked. I knew it was the only way 1
was going to be able to get baptized.”

A call was made to his mom, who gave her
support, and Jaylen was baptized.

Not just a decision. A transformation.

Later, he said, “What kind of person would I
be to keep this to myself?”
